School Zone Safety Tips
DO:

Drive lawfully and safely, without
distraction — your behaviour is a
model for your kids

Obey 30kmph School Zone and
Playground Zone speed limits

Yield for pedestrians in crosswalks
Obey posted “No Stopping” and “No
Parking” signs

Encourage children to cross only at
designated crosswalks and to look
both ways before crossing the street

DON’T:

DON’T block crosswalks,
driveways, or fire hydrants

DON’T make a U-Turn, back up, or
use driveways to turn around — these
moves can put kids at risk

DON'T pass stopped vehicles —
there may be a child crossing the
street

DON’T idle your vehicle when
stopped — turn off the car to wait
