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Honorary consuls

• Hosting country nominates 

• Nominee undergoes thorough background 
checks

• Global Affairs Canada reviews the 
application

• Office of Protocol issues an exequatur if 
approved

• Do similar work as career consuls but are 
not paid, have no budget or staff. We do it 
for our communities.
