KEY ISSUES & REQUESTS FOR 
COUNCIL CONSIDERATION

1.  Venue Space Extension
• Due to ongoing construction at Ambleside Park, the available event space 

has been significantly reduced.
• To ensure the safety and comfort of attendees, we request an extension of 

the current venue boundaries to accommodate the anticipated crowd 
effectively.

2. Site Improvements
• Sections of the event site become muddy and difficult to navigate, posing 

safety hazards for attendees.
• We respectfully request the addition of gravel to improve accessibility and 

enhance the festival experience.

3. Lifting Restrictions on International Artists
• In recent years, multiple groups have started organizing Persian Fire 

Festival events in North Vancouver and the Tri-Cities on the same date—
March 18, 2025.

• Attendance at the West Vancouver festival has declined due to 
restrictions imposed on the event, leading to financial challenges in 
covering costs.

• We seek greater flexibility in inviting international artists to enhance the
