Gleneagles Youth Facilities and Pickleball Courts
Staff provided a presentation.

E. Parg Murenbeeld (President, North Shore Pickleball Club) commented
regarding: partnership opportunities to build a pickleball centre; West Vancouver
representation; thanks to the Parks Department for marrying the needs of
multiple user groups; survey results and priority locations for additional pickleball
courts; the number of courts across the North Shore; and covered courts for
year-round play.

S. Markwart (Address not provided) commented regarding: there are 17
pickleball courts currently in West Vancouver with 3 more now contemplated:;
expressed concern regarding the high number of pickleball courts versus sports
facilities for youth; and the safety of the proposed location of the pump track.

E. Lawrence (West Vancouver resident) commented regarding: changing
demographics of the Gleneagles area; representing young families; insufficient
time to prepare for the Council meeting; desire for the adventure park to remain
as it was originally intended; no replacement for the existing bike park; location of
the proposed pump track to be configured on the existing site; and safety
concerns for separating the pump track.

O. Hogg (North Shore resident) commented regarding: the importance of shared
community spaces; and usage of the existing skateboard bowl and false
impression that it is underutilized. A Council member commented and O. Hogg
responded. O. Hogg commented further regarding: improvements to the current
skateboard bowl including a roof structure and lights; positive feedback from
residents and visitors; and skateboard users are underrepresented.

M. Slater (West Vancouver resident) commented regarding: the proposed
pickleball courts including noise and safety concerns; alternative orientations of
the courts and pump track; and the process and structure of the Pickleball
Advisory Roundtable; and recommend that community input be considered.

E. Pielak (West Vancouver resident) commented regarding: support for pickleball
courts at Gleneagles as the only location where courts can be situated in the
west of the community; concerns with coupling the street-style skate area beside
the pickleball courts causing a visual and audible distraction; and interest in
partial and full roof structure options to enable year-round play. A Council
member commented.

R. Taylor (Address not provided) commented regarding: thanks to Council for not
removing the skateboard bowl; in support of proposal; and redevelopment of
area dedicated for extreme sports is desired. A Council member commented.

C. Walsh (Address not provided) commented regarding: being a professional
BMX rider and frequent user of the skateboard bowl; the proposed pump track
and skateboard bowl; subculture sport provides opportunities for vulnerable
youth; and support for a roof structure. A Council member commented.
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E. Tancredi (Address not provided) commented regarding: use of the skateboard
park; impacts of the park space on youth community; displacement of youth from
other removed facilities; compromise for both groups; and the variety of
demographics using skate facilities. A Council member commented.

PUBLIC QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS
16. Public Questions and Comments

K. LaPointe (West Vancouver resident) commented regarding: the withdrawn
agenda item regarding proposed terms of reference for the Finance and
Revenue Advisory Committee; lack of transparency for approving the proposed
terms of reference; and the District’s public consultation is procedural and
compressed.
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M. Slater (West Vancouver resident) commented regarding: provincial housing
directives and threats to impose changes to the District’s official community plan;
request for an update on communications from the province; and joining View
Royal’s judicial review of the provincial housing directives.

D. Montgomery (Address not provided) thanked Council for supporting pickleball
courts in Gleneagles and spoke in support for multi-generational sports facilities.
A Council member commented and staff responded.

L. Rockwell (Address not provided) commented regarding: being a long-time
business owner in Ambleside; survived several iterations of economic instability;
expressed concern regarding the financial burden on local businesses since the
implementation of pay parking; and requested a pause to pay parking in
Ambleside Park.

R. Emerson (Address not provided) commented regarding impacts of tariffs,
inflation, and other macro-economic factors affecting businesses; parking fees
have created a barrier to doing business; sales trends in Ambleside location
versus other locations in BC; and the loss of revenue resulting from the
implementation of pay parking in Ambleside Park.

D. Jones (Address not provided) commented regarding: previous pilot projects
that became permanent without public consultation; lack of parking enforcement
in Ambleside; adequate parking is required for a viable business; and requested
a pause to pay parking in Ambleside Park. A Council member commented
regarding a mobile parking technology that will be available in private parking
garages.

C. Fernandes (DaVinci’s) commented regarding: negative impacts of pay parking
on the business community; anticipate increased seasonal park attendance and
utilization of parking in the business areas; the importance of small community
businesses; and requested a pause to pay parking in Ambleside Park.

S. Goddard (President, West Vancouver Field Hockey Club) commented
regarding: the club’s $1 million contribution towards Rutledge Field and financial
contributions to lighting and field maintenance; lack of proper stakeholder
consultation; suggested solutions such as reduced or seasonal rates, parking
passes for club members, or time-of-day rates. A Council member commented
and S. Goddard responded.

N. Malkin (Address not provided) commented regarding: the obligation to engage
with the community and lack of consultation on the implementation of pay parking
in Ambleside Park; business owners are taxpayers; lack of bylaw enforcement in

the business areas; and the Pay Parking Coordinator position. A Council member
commented.

K. Graydon (Graydon’s Cheese Cellar) read from a letter from a patron and
commented regarding: business location was desirable due to ample on street
parking and onsite parking; frustration from clients related to the parking;
decrease in revenue since the implementation of pay parking; and requested a
pause to pay parking in Ambleside Park.
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M. Brentner (Hollyburn Sailing Club) commented regarding: the sea level rise
presentation at a recent Council meeting; upcoming meetings with District staff to
explore ways to mitigate sea level rise; and adult sailing lessons and other
programs offered by the Hollyburn Sailing Club.

A Council member commented regarding: requests to pause the pay parking
program; working with the Ambleside Dundarave Business Improvement
Association; and public consultation.
