Today I went hiking from the Whyte Lake parking lot and was shocked at the price of parking you have insƟtuted.  

I imagine you want to encourage people to uƟlize the beauƟful trails in West Van and our group of hikers are mostly 
senior women who embrace a healthy lifestyle. You apparently have insƟtuted these parking fees to ensure equitable 
access to the trails, but I doubt many seniors could conƟnue to afford a heŌy $20 (for 4 hours) parking fee on a regular 
basis, so your equitable access argument really doesn’t hold water.  

Perhaps you have good intenƟons in introducing some kind of parking fees, but this kind of rate is ridiculously high. 
Perhaps $1 or $ 2 an hour would sƟll serve to ensure only serious trail users will use the parking lot. Have you considered 
simply introducing the fees from May 1st to September 30th, so as to raƟon the parking places during the busy summer 
months, rather than penalizing elderly women who are keen to hike year round no maƩer the weather.  

I understand this is a trial and I hope you decide to take a more reasonable approach to parking fees. The current system 
is misguided.

Good Morning Mayor and Council, 

s 22(1) Marine Drive and make use of our local fabulous businesses including a fitness business, 

grocery store focused on healthy, and fresh foods and available health and nutrit ion businesses. 

In my view Mayor Sager's specific, targeted ideas to improve Ambleside and make it more like Dundarave 

are great, but this bylaw, well intended as it is to help the business community with the idea of 

encouraging more of a community, goes too far and works counter to the real business opportunity in 

WV. 

Based on results, WV is a community that prioritizes health and fitness and that is where we put down 

our hard-earned money. 1455 Marine Drive used to be a McDonalds and was replaced by a veterinary 

clin ic; 1783 Marine Drive used to be a Kentucky Fried Chicken and left (taking its long complained of 

greasy smell with it) by a bank .. There's a DQ at the corner of Marine and 18th but that's about it and it 

isn't that busy. It would be great to have an ex. Knitting Shop replace one of the plethora of e.g. nail 

salons, but undoubtedly it will be e.g. McDonalds that can afford the rent. 



Based on results that I am aware of (google reviews that the seawall is the number one tourist attraction, 
the number of people writing in about the new parking fees from outside of WV, etc.) people come to 
West Vancouver for our natural beauty and mental and physical health fitness.  

In my view this bylaw would work to make Ambleside-Dundarave like any other mind and body numbing 
city block in e.g. downtown Vancouver or Surrey filled with foot traƯic to fast food chains, Starbucks and 
bars,  replacing our wellness focused businesses of fitness, pharmacies, vets, etc. 

We need to focus on the mind and body healthy foot traƯic to the seawall and the beautiful trees and 
creeks not to fast food outlets and bars etc. and businesses in WV need to adapt to that reality, not the 
other way around.  

Instead of making Ambleside-Dundarave into Lonsdale Quay and create fast food foot traƯic, we need to 
preserve our beautiful parks and creeks and trees while we still can.  

As a resident wrote recently to the Mayor and Council and it has been my position as well: the seawall 
has been in the past and can be again, a huge draw to people to see nature: eagles, harbour seals and 
great bull herons and migrating birds, and sometimes whales.  

In my view, the business community needs to do the work of adapting their business models to what 
should be a very welcome opportunity in such a beautiful landscape, and what the residents of 
Ambleside-Dundarave want, and not have the business community change Ambleside-Dundarave to suit 
a city block business model.  

It’s understood the authors of the bylaw are thinking that an e.g. community minded knitting shop will 
replace e.g. the dubious, unneeded plethora of foreign currency exchanges. However, we will have to live 
with the next Mayor and Council that gets elected, and they may not have the same well-intentioned 
aspirations. Can we just target the retail businesses that we know are not wanted or needed?

In the interests of mitigating a major pedestrian safety concern caused by heavy vehicular 
traƯic from Collingwood School along a busy stretch of Glenmore Drive between the Baden 
Powell trailhead and Morven Drive, the undersigned residents of the Glenmore 
neighbourhood hereby petition the District of West Vancouver Council in connection with its 
review of the application for development at 14 Glenmore Drive, West Vancouver, which 
includes an application for rezoning, development permit and OCP amendment relating to a 
proposed multi-family development for 3 duplex buildings (6 principal units + 6 suites), as 
follows: 

1. that the proposed development be undertaken in strict accordance with the
provisions and bylaws for the construction of duplex housing as set out in out in
Guideline BF-B 11 of the OƯicial Community Plan AND as per the "RD1 Duplex
Dwelling" bylaws set out under Section 250 of Zoning Bylaw No. 4662, 2010 which
limits the Floor Area Ratio of a duplex dwelling to 0.5 of lot area maximum;

2. that the District of West Vancouver construct a continuous sidewalk running
North/South along the Western side of Glenmore Drive between the Baden Powell
trailhead and Morven Drive where there is currently no pedestrian sidewalk;

3. that the District of West Vancouver implement the construction of traƯic-calming
speed bumps on Glenmore Drive at suitable locations both North and South of the
intersection with Morven Drive to reduce excessive vehicular speeding; and

4. notwithstanding Points 1-3 above, that the District of West Vancouver establish a
Joint Task Force comprising representatives from the District, Collingwood School
and local residents to present recommendations to Council regarding the
management of parking, traƯic flow and noise concerns in the immediate area
surrounding Collingwood School resulting from the adverse impacts of the school’s
operations on the Glenmore neighbourhood.

Hi Scott: 

Thanks for the reference. I now understand that the Apr 22 2024 Planning Report to Council incorporates various changes to the 
original proposal, including t he designation for a new CD87 zoning category applicable to the development application. 

I believe that the surrounding residents are aware of t he overarching trend towards greater densification in zoning, but we very 
much wish for such densification effects to be properly matched by corresponding measures to improve pedestrian safety, speeding 
and parking for the area. Hence, our objection to a singular increase in densification without addressing such long-festering issues 
as caused by Collingwood School. 

Furthermore, if Council is intent on undertaking comprehensive densification, then I fa il to see why the use of a one-off CD87 
designation is preferred versus a unilateral re-designation of all RDl-zoned duplex residences in our area. Could you possibly 
introduce the idea of such an amendment this evening at Council? 

Doing so would serve to demonstrate to residents that no favoritism is being shown to certain property developers and that the 
direct ion of change in t he District's OCP is indeed uniform.

Thank you for your email and for bringing this matter and your concerns to our attention. We are sorry to hear that your 
experience at the West Vancouver Community Centre on Saturday,   was not a positive one. 

To address the specific questions that you raised in your email: 

We strive to provide a safe, welcoming, and inclusive space for all community members. Recently staff decided to 
dedicate an area for Shower Program patrons that is adjacent to the Access Services office and the shower facilities, in 
order to provide a safe and welcoming space while the program is running. Shower Program participants are able to sit 
and have a hot meal that is prepared and served at the Shower Program, before utilising the other supports the program 
provides. This includes provision of shower supplies and hygiene products, snacks and other supports. These can include 
further food and medical resources, and housing referrals.  

We apologise about the Shower Program signage. You are correct, it was confusing and not clear. It has been rectified 
and should no longer cause confusion. We have some new staff members who inadvertently put out some out‐of‐date 
signage. For further clarity, we do move the program welcome table outside during the warmer months when the 
weather is not inclement. 

The Shower Program runs four times per week, on Mondays, Wednesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays, from 12 to 2: 30 
p.m. Food support for unhoused and vulnerably housed community members is lacking across the North Shore on the
weekends and the Shower Program is the only regular support service to these community members in West
Vancouver. Therefore, it is vital to ensure we are meeting the needs of the community by providing this program during
the weekend. Staff have looked further into the circumstances last weekend and it appears that the community centre
was unusually busy with other events and programs. Whilst it is difficult to fully mitigate against this in future we are
taking steps to make extra provisions for support at the Shower Program when there are large events taking place.

The seating space by the children’s centre is designated for community members attending the Shower Program during 
its hours of operation and signage has recently been posted to communicate this. Your concerns regarding behaviour 
you saw inside the facility have been addressed with the individual involved and should not occur again. 

Staff appreciate the time you have taken to express your concerns and we do take them seriously. I hope the response 
above addresses the points you have made and alleviates the concerns regarding safety that you have voiced.

I am writing to bring to your attention a troubl ing incident that occurred on Saturday, - 2024, at 
noon in the publ ic hallway of the WVRC. I believe it is crucial to address this matter proiiip!ly and 
seek clarification on the issues raised. 

class to conclude, I occupied one of the two publ ic chairs near room 
at the publ ic hallway in WVRC (see attached photos), while working quietly 

on my ap op. roun 1 :45 AM, a woman associated with the publ ic shower program began setting 
up a stand at the opposite side of the hallway. While I am accustomed to witnessing this setup during 
weekends, what ensued was entirely unexpected and distressing. 

I was approached by a WVRC facil ity member, a bold gentleman with glasses, who asserted that the 
chairs I occupied were exclusively designated for the shower program users and requested that I 
vacate the chair occupied . Despite my polite inquiry regard ing the absence of prior signage indicating 
such exclusivity and the hallway chairs and benches being used on the first come first served basis 
and also the availabil ity of other unoccupied seating options, I was met with insistence on my 
immediate departure. 

Adding to the discomfort, was a self-identified "homeless" individual dressed in the skirt and stockings 
, apparently present as the program user. He intervened with unwarranted accusations and 
harassment, insinuating that it's his country and I am an immigrant apparently taking his sitting spot. 
On th is I've indicated that the hallway is a public space and I pay my fair-share of taxes and I deserve 
no harassment neither by him nor by the staff. The woman running the Shower program intervened 
and told me that the program runs 3 times a week in the WVRC and the spot that I was sitting , as 
well as the bench in front of it, is reserved for that program exclusively during program hours. This 
escalation of tension was both unwarranted and distressing, particularly in a public space where 
mutual respect and understanding should prevail and I left the spot . I was misled to bel ieve that that 
space was approved by the WVRC administration for designated use of that community group. 
Checking available signage today and the WV public website it seems that there was as minimum a 
miscommunication or I was intentionally misinformed by both representatives. 

In light of these events, I respectfully seek clarification on several points: 



1. The selection of a family-oriented location, frequented by children and parents, for the operation of 
the shower program raises concerns about the safety and suitability of the environment and priorities 
of the administration . Given the potential presence of individuals displaying antisocial behavior, 
including roll ing a smoke while exclusively occupying "designated" spaces, the inherent risk to 
chi ldren and fami lies accessing adjacent facilities is troubling (children room, gymnastics space, 
hallway, washrooms, youth room). I urge the WVRC to reconsider this decision and prioritize the well­
being of its patrons. 

2. Contradictions between the designated locations outl ined in the Shower program poster and 
the actual setup observed on-site further compound the confusion and misinformation 
surround ing the program's operation. I urge the WVRC to ensure alignment between official 
directives and practical implementation to prevent further discrepancies. The Shower program 
notice (see attached photo) states that Shower programs are to be contained to the change­
rooms on the south side of the WVRC, and moreover- the meet and welcome w ill be at the tent 
that is located outside of the bu ilding! !! That welcome space is defined as a second tent from the 
fountains boulders on the outside of the bui lding!!!! The woman that runs the stand time and 
time again sets up the welcoming table inside the facility, clearly not fo llowing the communicated 
space designations herself. Staff at WVRC decided to follow that narrative and enforce it w hile 
spreading cla ims that the sitting public area inside the hallway of WVRC is uniquely designated for 
shower program users at certa in times. 

3. The sched uling of the shower program on weekends, at t he time the WVRC experiences 
increased use from families and chi ldren, warrant s reconsideration. By exploring alternative days 
for program operation, the WVRC can minimize potential conf licts and uphold its commitment to 
providing a safe and inclusive environment for all patrons. 

4. The lack of explicit signage delineating the exclusive use of the seating area for the shower 
program raises questions about communication and transparency. If indeed the space is intended 
solely for low income program participants, it is imperative that clear signage be installed to inform 
patrons accordingly, thereby mitigating potential conflicts. 

I implore the WVRC administration to conduct a thorough investigation into these issues and take 
decisive action to address the safety concerns associated with communal spaces utilized by children 
and families in the West Vancouver community. 

Thank you for your attention to this matter, and I anticipate a prompt and satisfactory resolution .
