Some thickets of green understory conifers do still exist. Majority of non-Hw conifers in the stand are healthy.

Surface fuel was scored to reflect that it is mostly moss and deciduous herb and shrub, but with major accumulations of deadfall from IDL. Ladder fuels are variable across the site - horizontal and vertical is generally discontinous.

Treatment to remove surface fuel accumulations and snags would be beneficial from a wildfire risk reduction standpoint - focusing on interface and road adjacency and progressing to middle.
